1. Purpose

The City of Canterbury Swimming Club is a competitive swimming club which provides its members with competitive swimming opportunities. 

Swimmers  should only enter the competitions highlighted in your training plan by the respective Squad Coach .

All squad members should attend as many of these highlighted competitions as possible. It is important that we swim at competitions where we can be successful as this will motivate us to continue swimming. We must also however seek out stronger competition to ensure that we do not become complacent. The majority of our competitions are held within Kent but occasionally we must travel out of the area to face stronger competition.

2. Scope 
This policy and procedure applies to all club members, parents and coaches.
3. PROCEDURES FOR ENTERING COMPETITIONS

· Where possible, competition information, qualifying times and entry forms will be posted on the website, where you will be required to download your own copy, or the club notice board at the Kingsmead pool. If these methods are not possible contact your squad coach. 

· Once you have decided which events to enter (in liaison with the squad coach) all times entered on the forms must be agreed with the squad coach prior to submission to the gala secretaries. All forms must be returned by our club closing date not the closing date set by the competition organisers. Cheques must be made payable to City of Canterbury Swimming Club.If you do not submit your entry form by the closing date you will be responsible for sending off your own entry form. 

· Once the Gala Secretary has received a list of accepted/ rejected entries they will pass the information to the Squad Coach. The Squad Coach will in turn inform The swimmer whether you entry has been accepted or rejected and payment will be reimbursed if necessary.
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
